Meeting Minutes

Directors Absent: Darrin Williams

Gil Ramos President, called the meeting to order at 5:05 pm at the Colusa Industrial Park Conference Room.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Ash made a motion to approve the minutes from the June 3, 2009 meeting; the motion was seconded by Hickok and passed with 4 ayes and 3 absent. 
FINANCIAL REPORT:

The Directors received a balance sheet for the periods of June 1st through June 30, 2009 The CCRCD’s fund balances were as follows; checking account balance $1,391.20, petty cash account $93.52, Colusa County Resource Conservation Fund (03200) has a balance of $30,396.40 Sales Tax (03201) balance -$.96, Upper Little Stony Creek Fund (03203) balance $28.92, Stone Corral (03205) has a $54.81 balance, the DWR grant (03207) fund has a balance of $584.99, the CAFF Grant (03208) has a balance of $14.67, the NFWF Grant fund has a balance of $311.02 and Clearing Account fund number 032001 has a zero balance. 
The Board was presented with 2 claims as follows: Petty Cash in the amount of $15.28 and 1st Quarter Workers Compensation Insurance in the amount of $212.00

A motion was made by Ash and seconded by Hickok to approve the financial report and claims as submitted. The motion passed with 4 ayes and 3 absent.
CCRCD Discussion & ACTION Items:
After some discussion a motions was made by Garr to approve the Draft CCRCD Recycle Policy as written and provided in the meeting packets for review. The motion was seconded by Hickok and passed with 4 ayes and 3 absent.
Turner updated the Board on the grant freeze and informed them that the DOC grants had been restarted as of June 15th. She stated that the grant reimbursements should be in the mail and arriving any day. She asked the Board if they were in agreement that the District should not fly the Colusa Basin Watershed Coordinator position until the DWR grant is restarted and the back invoices have been paid. She stated that she had signed an extension on the grant through February 28, 2010. She also stated that we are expected to get a six month extension on the DOC grants but there is no guarantee there will be funding for the program after 12/31/09. The Board agreed that the issue should be revisited once the DWR grant is started and the reimbursements have been received. The conversation lead into a discussion about having a Local Workgroup meeting to poll landowners on their ideas for future projects related to their natural resource concerns in Colusa County. A motion was made by Ash that the meeting would take place on or about August 12th at 4:00 and the monthly CCRCD meeting would be moved to that date and directly following the Local Workgroup meeting. The motion was seconded by Hickok and passed with 6 ayes and 1 absent.
A discussion was held on whether the District should pay their normal annual membership dues for CARCD, NACD and CARCD Sacramento Valley Region. After a lengthy discussion a motion was made by Alvernaz to pay $301 to CARCD, $50 to Sacramento Valley Region and not pay NACD at this time but forward a letter of explanation. The motion was seconded by Garr and passed with 6 ayes and 1 absent.

CCRCD REPORTS:
The Board was provided with a summary updating all grant activities and capacity building endeavors completed during the month of June 2009. Special notice was given for any activities that had not already been reported earlier in the meeting.
DWR: The paperwork has been submitted to extend the grant until 2/29/10; grant has not been officially restarted. Turner has been in contact with GeoMorph and they feel they can modify the contract and complete work by February 29th if the grant is restarted before the end of August.

DOC Grants: Authorized to restart as of June 15, 2009 and program has funding in place through the end of December 2009. The CCRCD will be invoicing DOC for the period of December 19, 08 -June 14, 09 for reimbursement for Thomsen’s salary, benefits, and mileage. DOC does not have the funds to pay for this period yet but may in the near future. 

Miscellaneous CCRCD Reports:
Turner reported that she had contacted Randy Johnson about giving a quote to repair the no-tile drill. She had talked to him a couple of times and was hopeful that he would get back to her before the meeting however, he did not. The Board did not make a discussion on the drill but agreed that we needed to find out how much it was going to cost to get it fixed.
Turner reported that she would be submitting the Farm and Ranch Solid Waste Cleanup and Abatement grant proposal for the Ramos and Cerney properties on Monday July 6th.

Turner informed that Board that a proposal was submitted to the National Fish and Wildlife Foundation on the 29th of June seeking funds for the Walker Ridge post fire plant inventory project.

Turner announced that the Board needed to vote for 4 Directors for the SDRMA Board. After some discussion it was recommended that Turner review the ballot and candidate materials and make recommendations to the Board at the August meeting.

Ramos reported on the RC&D Council meeting that he attended earlier in the day. The Council will be doing a demonstration project with a portable pyrolysis machine to convert bio-waste into # 6 heating oil. He also stated that no determination has been made as to where the RC&D office will be relocated to.

The group discussed that latest events concerning the TANC project and summarized the meeting that was held on June 24th at the Maxwell Inn.
